





System Cartridge Change-0Out
1. Turn the valve on the prefilter to the “OFF” position.

2. Install plastic tubing provided into the flush valve
manifold. Direct tubing to drain.

3. Open flush valve to depressurize system. Check that
gauge reads zero.

Prefilter Change-0Out

1. Unscrew the housing (left) from the head of the prefilter.
Note: The housing will be full of water and quite heavy.
Note: Use wrench only if necessary.

2. Dispose of spent cartridge.

3. Thoroughly clean housing with mild, non-abrasive
soap or detergent.

Note: Do not use alcohol-based cleaning agents on housing.

4. Clean and inspect o-ring gasket for damage. Replace if
necessary.

5. Apply a light coat of food grade lubricant to o-rings.
6. Install new prefilter cartridge.

Note: Be sure cartridge is seated properly in the housing
before tightening into the head. Cartridge may not seal
properly if removed and replaced more than once. Discard
cartridge and replace with new one if cartridge does not
seal or if sump is opened.

7. Screw the housing into the filter head until it becomes
firmly seated against the ends of the top cartridge.

Note: Do not use wrench to tighten.

Flush for 5 minutes.

Manifold Cartridge Change-Out
1. Lift the red knob on the filter head upward and hold.

2. While holding the red knob up, turn cartridge left while
grasping cartridge securely. Pull the cartridge straight
down and discard.

Note: There is a small amount of residual water drainage
after pressure is relieved and during cartridge removal.

3. Align tabs of new cartridge with the head and insert
new cartridge into head. Turn cartridge right until a
clicking sound is heard. This indicates that the
cartridge is properly engaged.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 for the remaining taste/odor cartridges.

5. Rotate shut-off valve on head of prefilter to “ON”
position.

6. Turn valve on the prefilter head to the “ON” position.
Open flush valve remove any trapped air and carbon
fines (flush for a maximum of 5 minutes). Set red
follower needle on gauge. The system is now ready for
service.

To set the pressure gauge:
Rotate the red follower needle clockwise until it
contacts the black pressure needle on the low side.
The red follower needle will now record the lowest
water pressure when the filter system is in use.

Note: The filter pressure will decrease as the cartridge life
decreases.

IMPORTANT: To file a claim under this warranty you must
complete and mail the Warranty Registration Card supplied with
this product to CUNO at the address below within ten (10) days
of original purchase date.

EXCLUDE ANY LIABILITY ON THE PART OF CUNO, WHETHER
UNDER THIS WARRANTY OR UNDER ANY WARRANTY IMPLIED
BY LAW, FOR ANY INDIRECT OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES
FOR BREACH HEREOF OR THEREOF.
